What is TIPS



Goals of 
Children’s TiPS

(TelephonIC
Psychiatry 

Services)

• TiPS is a FREE service to help primary care clinicians(PCCs) 
deliver high quality psychotropic services for children and 
adolescents served by medicaid by providing:

• Psychiatric curbside consultation Monday - Friday 9-
5pm

• Additional training on the use of psychotropic 
medication and responding to behavioral health issues 
in a primary care setting

• Direct consultation with patients when needed in 
Pittsburgh and Erie with a licensed therapist and/or 
child psychiatrist

• Facilitated referrals to community providers when 
child/adolescent would benefit from additional 
behavioral health services



Process

PCC and TiPS child psychiatrist consult via phone

TiPS care coordinatorprovides resources to PCC or family, if needed

Evaluation at a hub with a TiPS licensed therapist or child psychiatrist, if needed

Call: 1-844-WPA-TIPS(1-844-972-8477)

Talk to TiPS team member, who will gather basic information and initiate a return 
call from a TiPS child psychiatrist (within 30minutes or at a time specified by PCP)

PCC has a question about psychotropic medication or a behavioral health concern

PCC obtains verbal consent & has patient information available
